Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. REMEMBER YOU SHOULD SPEND ABOUT AN HOUR ON EACH PROBLEM / ASSIGNMENT BELOW. If you aren’t spending this much time, you’re not doing a thorough enough job! 
Math: Julia’s teacher was just given 429 books for the students in her class.  There are 27 students including Julia.  If they divide the books evenly, how many books should each student get? Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: The ZIP in Zip Code stands for “Zone Improvement Plan.” What is the purpose of Zip Codes? Do your research, and write a 1 paragraph summary about what you discovered.
Science: How is glass made? What is it made of? Write a 1 – 2 paragraph summary and include a diagram with a description. 

Writing: What do you do when you get frightened? Describe a time when you've really scared. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). Make sure your writing is in FINAL COPY mode (NO editing errors).
Misc.: What is a geyser? Make a pencil drawing (shade parts of it), and tell where you would find geysers in three parts of the world.

Reading: Read the book Mississippi Marvis Barnes (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
