Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Samantha is thinking of a number that has 7 and 4 as factors, and is larger than 30.  What is the smallest number that Samantha could be thinking of? Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: There is a line of succession in case anything should happen to the president. The first two successors are the vice-president and the Speaker of the House of Representatives. Who is the current Vice-President of the United States and the current Speaker of the House? Write down five interesting facts about each individual.
Science: Why do electrical plugs have two prongs? How do they work? Write a 1 – 2 paragraph summary and include a diagram with a description. 

Writing: Imagine it is your job to teach a friend or relative how to use a recent invention that they are familiar with, such as a smart phone, an iPad, or a video-game system. Create a step-by-step guide to using the device.
Misc.: Find a local, a national, and an international article in a newspaper. Cut out these articles and glue them on a sheet of paper. Write a brief summary of each article.
Reading: Read the book Wheels on the Water(provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
