Week 15
Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Danny has 48 baseball cards in his collection.  He would like to give ¾ of them to his little brother.  How many should he give to his brother?  Please show your work. Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: The brightest city on Earth, as seen from space, is Las Vegas, Nevada. What lake near Las Vegas helps Hoover Dam generate electricity for some of those bright city lights? Research Hoover Dam, and tell the history of it, and how it was built.

Science: Why does popcorn pop in the microwave? Write a 1 – 2 paragraph summary and include a diagram with a description. 

Writing: What are you cooking up in your head?  Write a personal recipe for happiness or some other pleasant emotion, or write a recipe of your day.  List the ingredients, then creatively explain how you'd make the dish. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: Who is your favorite author? Research him/her and write a paragraph about what you learned. Include such facts as their birthday, how they got started, how many books they published, and any obstacles they may have had to overcome. Include an illustration, either clip art or hand-drawn.
Reading: Read the book Coyote and the Volcano (provided in class).  On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
