Math: Akiko wanted to buy a CD for $14.95 and a new poster for $23.95.  She had $40.00 with her.  Was that enough to buy both the CD and the poster? Please show your work. Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: When Harriet Beecher Stowe met President Lincoln, he said, “So you’re the little woman who wrote the book that made this great war!” To what book and to what war was Lincoln referring?

Science: How do they get TV shows onto a TV? Write a 2+ paragraph summary and include a diagram with a description.
