Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Jennifer bought four fish for $12.95 and some fish food for $4.90.  The tax on the two items was $1.08.  What is the fewest bills and coins that Jennifer could have used to pay the clerk with exact amount due? Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: Some thirsty 49ers were forced to pay up to $100 for a glass of water on the trail to California. Describe what a 49er is and what path did they take through the Sierra Nevada to reach California?

Science: How does a digital camera work? Write a 1 – 2 paragraph summary and include a diagram with a description. 

Writing: What would they say? Write a piece about going to the park and finding your favorite character staring at you. What would they do? How does your day pass? Let your imagination flow. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: Make a list of winter sports. Describe your favorite winter sport and tell why it is your favorite. Include such information as what equipment is needed for this sport, where this sport is played, etc.

Reading: Read the book Boring Old Duffield Street (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
