Week 18
Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: It is the grand opening of a local supermarket. Every 5th customer will receive a coupon for a free turkey and every 7th customer will receive a coupon for a free half gallon of ice cream. If 400 customers come in on opening day, how many will get a free turkey and a free half gallon of ice cream? Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: The Great Lakes hold about 95 percent of the fresh water in the United States. Draw a map of Great Lakes, from west to east. Label each one and the states that they touch. 

Science: What does it take to be an astronaut? Write a 1 – 2 paragraph summary 

Writing: Why was it so great?  Write about a gift you received (concrete or abstract) that you still consider to be one of the best gifts ever. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: Graphs everywhere! There are many types of graphs. Choose two different types and create the graphs based on the following: the eye colors of 15 people.

Reading: Read the book The Class Carnival (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
