Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Three watermelons and two cantaloupes weigh 32 pounds. Four watermelons and three cantaloupes weigh 44 pounds. All watermelons weigh the same and all cantaloupes weigh the same. What is the weight of two watermelons and one cantaloupe?

Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: Angelina and Sarah Grimke were famous women who spoke out publicly against slavery in the 1840s. Who are two other women who became well known in the 1840s for their views on slavery? What did they say about it?

Science: How are traits passed down from family members? Write a 1 – 2 paragraph summary.

Writing: What are your 'Seven Wonders'--or the seven most amazing things your eyes have seen? Describe the places, objects, people or accomplishments in your life that are the most meaningful and life-affirming experiences of your existence? Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: Write three things you like to do. Then include one or more of them in a creative story with yourself as the main character. 
Reading: Read the book Marvelous Marine Mammals (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
