Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Conrad's Taxi Service charges $1.50 for the first mile and $.90 for each additional mile. How far could Mr. Kulp go for $20 if he gives the driver a $2 tip?

Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: In 1826 a trip from Albany, New York, to Buffalo, New York, took ten days traveling the Erie Canal. How far is it from Albany to Buffalo? Draw a detailed map of this area to scale and label the distance from these two cities. Remember, this should take you about an hour to complete. If it doesn’t, you’re not including enough details.
Science: How do computers work? What are the essential components and their purpose? Write a 1-2 paragraph explanation and include a labeled illustration.
 Writing: Have you ever drowned in an ocean of words?  Stumbled through a desert of doubt?  Been lost in a forest of good intentions?  Creatively write about you (or a character) in an interesting way. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Reading: Read the book Nina Wows KWOW (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
