Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Groups of campers were going to an island. On the first day 10 went over and 2 came back. On the second day, 12 went over and 3 came back. If this pattern continues, how many would be on the island at the end of a week? How many would be left?

Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: Jackson, Mississippi, named after Andrew Jackson, is one of four state capitals named after presidents. What are the other three state capitals named after presidents? Draw a map of each of the states that these cities are found in. 

Science: How does a human eye work? Include a one paragraph summary and a diagram of the eye. 

Writing: What makes your life complicated?  Write about it. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Reading: Read the book Incredible Eddie (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
