Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: A bat ate 1050 dragon flies on four consecutive nights. Each night she ate 25 more than on the night before. How many did she eat each night? Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: Before he died, Thomas Jefferson, wrote the inscription for his own tombstone, listing his achievements in his life. He didn’t mention that he had served as President of the United States. Find a picture of his tombstone and write down what he listed as his achievements. 

Science: Pick 4 internal human body parts and describe their purpose. Draw a picture of the human body and where these parts can be found. 

Writing: What 'chapters of your life' would there be?  Make a list of your life's chapters.  Choose one.  Write five possible opening sentences to that chapter.  Then write five possible ending sentences to that chapter. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: Write a description of the best meal you have ever eaten. Make sure you include the following in your writing: smell, taste, touch, sound, and sight. 

Reading: Read the book Jar of Wings (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
