Week 25
Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: At a baby shower, we started discussing baby statistics. One of the women told us she had heard a report that for every 100 babies born, there were 6 more boys than girls. If we were to randomly pick a child from a representative group, what is the probability of picking a girl?

Please go through the problem solving steps to figure out the answer.
Social Studies: Once the United States Navy commissions a ship, it is considered active until it is decommissioned, or retired. What is the oldest active United States Navy warship? Draw a detailed picture of the ship. 

Science: Pick 3 types of Energy and describe its characteristics and how it works.

Writing: Can you write using imagery?  Without thinking too much about it, write down either the word 'hot'; or the word 'cold'; Then write down next to it either the word 'wet' or the word 'dry.'  Now, write a descriptive piece that attempts to make the reader feel the two words you've written down. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: Keep an exercise activity log for the week. List all of the physical activities you did for the week, and the minutes spent per activity. Record what you notice. 

Reading: Read the book The Clean Machine (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
