Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: How many times in a 12 hour period does the sum of the digits on a digital clock equal 6? Try to think of a way to solve this without going through every single time. Describe what you did. Please go through the problem solving steps to answer this questions. 

Social Studies: President Eisenhower was the first president of all fifty states. How many states were there when Truman was president? Draw a picture of the United States with those states labeled. 

Science: How is the acceleration of a falling object calculated? Try and experiment with a falling object using this information. Record  your findings, and a summary paragraph explaining the science behind acceleration.
Writing: Where's your telephoto lens?  Write a piece that starts with a zoomed-in close-up on something, then slowly pulls back so the reader sees something different or unexpected. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Reading: Read the book Calamity Jane (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
