Math: The greatest distance that a baseball has been thrown is 445 feet, 10 inches. Is this greater or less than the length of a football field from goal line to goal line? By how much? Tell how you made your decision.

Please go through the problem solving steps to answer this questions.

Science: How does the ear work? Include a diagram and summary of your answer.
