Week 7
Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. REMEMBER EACH EXTENSION YOU COMPLETE SHOULD TAKE ABOUT AN HOUR.
Math: How many 3-digit numbers can you find using only the digits 1, 3, 5, 7, and 9 once in each number?  Explain your thinking and show your work. Remember to go through the problem solving steps. 
Social Studies: On New Year’s Day 1907, Teddy Roosevelt shook hands with 8,513 people at a White House reception. What are other interesting facts about Teddy Roosevelt? Research Roosevelt, and write a summary paragraph about what you learned, including at least ten sentences about him, an illustration, and border. 
Science: How does an airplane engine work? Create a diagram showing how an engine works. Include a 1 – 2 paragraph description of your diagram.

Writing: What was the most important lesson you learned OUTSIDE of school?  Write about it. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). Make sure your writing is in your FINAL COPY mode, with NO spelling, punctuation, or grammatical errors.
Misc.: Soon, many students will be trick-or-treating. Research the history of Halloween, and write a summary paragraph including at least ten interesting facts, and at least one illustration and a border.
Reading: Read the book The Absentminded Performer (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
