Week 8
Complete at least one of the following problems. You may complete more than one for extra credit. Completed work should be thorough and done on a separate piece of paper. Please attach it to your homework calendar and turn it in on the last day of the week. 

Math: Timmy Thompson just got a job at Burger King for the summer.  If he makes $7.89 an hour and works for 6 hours each day, how much will he make after working 5 days? How much money will he earn if he works five days a week for five weeks? Remember to go through the problem solving steps. 
Social Studies: Nearly two million children worked more than twelve hours a day in 1876. Many of them worked in factories or dangerous mines. What state was the first to pass laws forbidding child labor? In your opinion, why is this a significant step in our nation’s history? Write at least a paragraph supporting your opinion.
 Science: Why does an apple turn brown after biting into it? As an experiment, bite into and apple and record how long it takes before it turns brown. Check back at regular intervals to see if the color darkens. Explain the science process that takes place and causes this to happen.
 Writing: What made it so bad?   Write about your worst habit or about someone else's. Your writing response should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs (8 – 12 sentences). 
Misc.: If you had a chance to travel anywhere in the world, where would you go? Design a three-panel brochure advertising this location. Include borders, illustrations, interesting things to do there, etc. 
Reading: Read the book Daughters of the Revolution (provided in class). On a separate piece of paper answer the 5 questions in the back of the book paraphrasing and using complete sentences.
